How much electricity does a solar system produce?

According to our calculator,a 4.5 kilowatt (kW) system with 12 panels would produce on average 4,100
kilowatt hours(kWh) in a year,enough for a 3 bedroom house. However,there are a range of factors that can
affect how much electricity your solar panels produce,from the efficiency of your system to the angle of your
roof.

How many kWh does a solar panel produce?

This is calculated by multiplying the number of panels by the average output per panel: 12 x 265W =
3,180kWh. A solar panel with a power rating of 350W can produce about 0.72kWh of electricity in aday. But
you need more than one panel to power your home.

Do solar panels produce more electricity than you can use?

Your solar panel system might produce more electricity than you can use,because you can (usually) only use
the electricity it produces in rea time. This means if you're out of the house during the day,especially in the
summer when solar panel output is high,you might not be able to use all the electricity it generates.

How much electricity does a 350W solar panel produce?

The higher the wattage of a solar panel,the more electricity it can produce. The output will also be affected by
the conditions,such as where you live,the angle of the roof,and the direction your home faces. A 350W solar
panel will produce an average of 265 kilowatt hours(kWh) of electricity per year in the UK.

How many kilowatts does a home solar system produce?

Household solar panel systems are usualy up to 4kWpin size. That stands for kilowatt 'peak’ output - ie at its
most efficient,the system will produce that many kilowatts per hour (kwh). A typical home might need
